


What it means if you have a Soybean Science Kit!
· Someone is listed as the coordinator of the kit for that county 
· The kit’s value is over $415
· The kit is available for anyone to use- not just the coordinator. If a neighboring county doesn’t have a kit, they can contact other counties to borrow their kit.

· A report needs to be completed annually for the kit (July 1 deadline)

Coordinator’s responsibilities
1. Submit the Soybean Science Kit Report by July 1
2. Help organize the kit for your area including
· Check out system, moving it to schools, and checking the kit when it’s returned

· Who re-orders supplies

· Keeping track of usage (number of schools, classes and students)

· Promotion of the kit

How do you handle?
· Where is the kit stored? 

i. Farm Bureau office

ii. Coordinator’s home

iii. Ag Ed instructor – school

iv. Extension office

v. CESA or other way to move the kit around an area

vi. Other ideas:
· Who keeps track of who has the kit checked out? Checks inventory when it comes back? Coordinates transportation from one user to the next?
i. County SB Kit coordinator

ii. County FB office or extension office

iii. Coordinated effort of the above people

iv. Others ideas:

· Who purchases the refills for the kit?

i. Users of kit

ii. County Farm Bureau

iii. FFA Alumni or other group that supports the kit

iv. Other ideas:

· Is there a budget for refilling supplies for the kit?
i. County Farm Bureau

ii. School budget for teachers that use the kit

iii. Fund raiser

iv. Other ideas:

· Promotion of the kit to teachers, 4-H clubs and leaders, agriculture programs and others that could use the kit?

i. Letter sent to area schools

ii. Promotion in county Farm Bureau newsletters, FFA Alumni newsletter, Extension newsletters, commodity group communications so volunteers are aware of them

iii. In-service demonstrations

iv. County Ag Teacher meeting presentation

v. Attend Soybean Science Kit training sessions when offered (volunteers and teachers)

vi. Press Releases to local media

vii. Use at county events: fair stand, dairy breakfast, Farm City event, Ag Day events, FFA Week activities, county Farm Bureau annual meeting…
